verbal or physical abuse or exploitation of my fellow alumni, Board staff, or others.
Board staff will make the determination of what is considered inappropriate conduct.

e 1 will not speak on behalf of the Board unless specifically designated to do so by Board
staff.

e 1 will not submit false claims for reimbursement.
e | will not knowingly conduct or condone any illegal or improper activity.

Violation of this Code of Ethics may result in removal from participation in the Training Alumni
Association at the discretion of the Board’s Executive Director. Such removal cannot be appealed.

The Board agrees to:

e Ensure non-discrimination and fair treatment of all program participants, staff and volunteers
with respect to race, ethnicity, religion, sexual orientation, disability, gender, or other
differences.

e Complete its work with integrity, honesty, teamwork and dedication
e Commit to the highest ideals in the stewardship of public resources.
e Promote a safe environment in all settings in which training program activities are conducted.

e Remove at the discretion of the Executive Director, any program participant, or volunteer who
violates the Code of Ethics or otherwise demonstrates behavior or communication which is in
contrast with the Code.
